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Newark Interested in New State Economic Initiative

Stu Moynihan, Economic Development Coordinator, submitted a request for technical assistance| through
the Brownfield Action Plan Pilot Program. The State of Ohio recently launched a new initiative designed
to assist communities in the expedited development and implementation of an area wide Brownfield Ac-
tion Plan. Newark seeks to focus its request in the area identified as the Union Street corridor.

The pilot project targets clusters of multiple brownfield sites in neighborhoods, corridors, districts, or
blocks. The project is in two phases, the first being technical assistance in the form of helping a gommu-
nity create a Brownfield Action Plan. The second phase can result in a community receiving up td
$50,000 to implement the plan.

Legislation was presented at the Octobéf Bdonomic Development Council Committee meeting. The
City expects to receive notification from the State prior to the end of the year.
